State Ombudsman Funding Slashed

n September 23, 2008, Orange County’s most vulnerable residents became more susceptible to abuse
or neglect, when Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger unexpectedly vetoed all state funding for the
Long-Term Care Ombudsman Program—a state mandated program which helps protect elderly and

. disabled adults who live in long-term care facilities.

Ombudsman volunteers working hard

Ombudsman act as advocates for residents and mediate creative
solutions to problems that arise in facilities, ranging from substandard
care to threatened evictions to elder abuse. In Orange County, there
are 1050 such facilities where 30,000 frail elderly and dependent
adults live. Last year, Orange County ombudsmen made over 8,000
visits to this vulnerable population and investigated 450 cases of
suspected abuse. This program, which has been operated by the non-
profit Council on Aging—Orange County since 1976, will continue to
function through its dedicated volunteers and will redouble its efforts
to enlarge its volunteer force to make up the shortfall.

The Council is seeking new grants and donations to fund this watch-
dog program. Special thanks to the Orange County Community Foundation for their $25,000 grant and

to the Change-A-Life Foundation for their $7500 donation.
